John Beilman, fommer treéasarer of
Me¢Cann, Beflman Corporation, which
up until Mareh of thiz yoar was
Brooklvn and Lang Island agent for
the National Sureyy Company of New
York, took the stand today before
surrcegate Wingale in an effert to ex-
plain-what-had-happened-to $3254 of
the estate of Louis Terrls, Brooklyn
snldier, who dled In France in 1918,
The complainant in the present
proceeding 15 Mrs, Caroline Terrls of
637 47th st., stepmother of the soldier
and administratriz of his estate, who
charges that she intrusted the monegy
ts the MeCann, Beiiman Corporation
for the purchase of specified bonds,
huttthah soime other use was made
of it.

Tells of Diverled Funds.

SQuestionegd by Robert H. Elder, at-
torney for the surety company, Bell-
man stated ‘that §182750 from the
Terris estate on Aug. 31, 1927, had
been put ints "Account Mo. 1" of the
McCann, Bellman Corporation for use
In ing premiums to the home office
and possibly for salaries.
He stated that at that time there
hed been & shortage in the premium
payments from the Brookiyn agenls
snd that the same procedure hLed
been followed In other instances, Heo
knew,. he said. that the McCann,
Bellman Corporatica had no right (o
make such transfers, He then denled
making the transfer himsell.

Inte the bank under some scheme of
dual control instend of devoting Lt
to the estate?" (nterripted Burrogate
Wingate, Bellman answered In the
alfirmative, “That means  thal
gome one stole this money and that
the Surety Company  wilil have to
make 1L good,” stated the Surregate.

Broome, & truck driver, was located
by police that night. He had spent
Christrnas in bed, lonely, with his in-
jury, but he was happy In the thought
that his daughter was probably
laughing and playing with toys la the
home to which he had Intrusted her.

“What an awi{ul Christmas I would
have apent 1f I had kuown Evelyn

The child's father was indignant at
tha story told by Mra. Cecllin Fosket,
part! ind, the woman ail whose
boarding house Broome had left his
daughter, that he had not pald for her
board slnce last July. He showed re-
celpts that he had continued pa¥-
ments until last October, '

Two davs after he made his last
payment, Oct, 18, Broome broke hls
leg in & motorcar accident, Hiz em-

loyment, stopped, and medical bills
ook the place of income. He had
no meney to send for his child's
board, bub he had, been steady pay
for & year aad he supposed the litle
glrl would be cared for untdl he
could return to work.

"I certalnly intend to press the
abindonmient charges to the lmit"
he asserted.

Evelyn's mother, he sald, dled four
years ago, For three years he board-
td her with a woman, visiting her
three or four times a week.

Incturers Trust Company.

Four vears later, on June 16, 1918,
the bank entered the Mankatian fleld
with the merger of the West Slde
Bank. It wes In thabt bora that tha
greatest expanslon has since taken
place, 17 out of the bank's present 30
uffices being located In Manhatten,
against seven in Brooklyn. In 1821
the Ridgewood MNatlonal Bank was
absorbed, extending ' operations Into
Quesns.

Mora Banks Absorbed.

The following year the North Sida
Bank, Brooklyn, and the Industrial
Bank, Manhattan, were acqulred. Io.
1923 the Columbia Bank, Manitmitan
and the Bronx, was absorbed, and in
1925 three more banks were acded—
the Yorkville Bank, the Gotham
Matlonal Bank and Fifth Watlonol
Bank; all in Manhaitan — were
merged. In 1927 the Commonwealth
Bank, with branches in threo boros,
nnd the Standard Bank, Manhattan,
becamps a part of Manulacsturers
Trust. Early Lhls year the United
Capito]l National - Bank and ‘T'rust
Company, l=elf a combinatlon of
three banks, was merged.
